APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY

Any June high school graduate may participate in the scholarship award
application process providing that he or she is certified by the high school
Principal, Dean or Counselor and further providing verification he or she is
the son or daughter of a member in good standing of any Local Union
affiliated with the MID-AMERICA CARPENTERS REGIONAL COUNCIL.

The scholarships are entirely unrestricted as to gender, race, religious affiliation,
political affiliation, and choice of community college, accredited college or university.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

(a minimum of seven [7] semesters or ten [10] trimesters); 2) composite test scores from
the American College Testing (ACT), Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) services, National
Merit scholarship test; or any other national-level tests; 3) as well as a record of
extracurricular activities should be mailed to the MACRC / GEORGE VEST, JR.
